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Policies for Social Service Requests

Requests for funding of services provided to town residents by social service agencies will be considered as part of the annual budget.  These are non-profit agencies serving the Augusta area that provide a variety of mental health, health, supportive and crisis services.  This does not include local organizations for residents of Manchester, such as the Boy Scouts.  The following policies apply to these requests:

· All requests for funding must be in writing and submitted no later than February 1st of each year. 

· To the extent possible, the request shall contain data on the number of services provided to how many residents of Manchester during a most recent twelve-month period.  Data provided should in no way violate the confidentiality of services provided. 

· For services provided to groups, such as classes in the schools, the request should provide an estimate of how much time was spent in behalf of services to Manchester students or adults.  For broader activities, such as public broadcasting, the request should provide some justification for the amount of funding being requested. 

· The Town may include in the town warrant, all, part of, or none of the funding requested, but may not increase the amount requested by the agency. 

· Once the town warrant seeking funding for these services has been voted on and funding approved, the Town shall send the payment to the agency without further action by the agency.
